Happenings at the Meeting

RAMS Club, September 2, 2009

The 103 Membership Roster published last issue is out
of date already. With the addition of James Bennett, and
Justin Francisco (moved here from Michigan), we are at
105 members. We were at 66 this winter. Similarly,
field licenses are still rising, with 125 end of last year,
and now 133. Past all time highs are believed to be 130-
135. (The club will be 29 years old at our November
meeting Nov.6, 1980. Club attendance hovers around 30
each meeting, being 28 in September.)

A special door prize for our upcoming September 19,
2009 “2™ Annual Club Picnic” was on display. It is an
ARF kit of an AT-6 Texan Trainer, used for WW-II.
Worth $400, it was purchased for far less last night at the
MARKS Club. In gratitude for the good price, Pres.
Ryan invited MARKS Club members to come to our
picnic.

Tom Ryan also summarized the huge August Scale Fly-
in at Fond du Lac (see last issue), praising its great
turnout but noting it was too crowded in the air for pilots
to fly, and for spectators to sort it all out.

Field manager Bob Kabella gave his wish-list, to which
Dell Fisher donated $75 from an engine sale at the field.
The list includes $600 for radiator & hoses to cure a de-
veloping overheating problem on our Model 5030 Allis-
Chalmers diesel tractor; $200 for a paint marker to keep
visible a flight safety line 15 from the pilot barriers;
$850 for a used Bolens riding mower (back-up to our
present unit); $605 rental of a skid loader to remove the
berm on the north side of the creek; extending our field’s
high spot out to the creek to prevent scouring of our NE
area during winter melt and summer rains. He said the
County found another farmer to cut & bale the hay west
of our runway all the way to the far tree line.
